A premium adoption will pay for more extensive conservation work to be carried out, for example leather treatment, rebuilding of damaged boards, paper repairs and cleaning.

	Black and white war albums: Soudan no.1(40): Omdurman.  Snapshots by Rene Bull.  1898
	René Bull (1872 –1942) was an illustrator who contributed sketches and political cartoons to various publications, and worked for Black and White Illustrated Budget magazine as special correspondant and photographer.  The book is a collection of Rene bull's photographs and sketches of the Bristish colonial campaign in Sudan, covering the re-taking of Khartoum, the Atraba campaign 1898, the Tirah campaign 1897 and the British fleet.

	The book is a collection of piano and voice arrangements of American folk songs retracing the story of American life from before 1776 to the end of the 19th century, in four parts. This book requires cataloguing as well as conserving.

	Sir William Newzam Prior Nicholson (1781–1844) was an English painter, illustrator and author of children books.  He was also involved in designing theatre decors and costumes, amongst others for the first production of J. M. Barrie’s Peter Pan.  This book contains a set of 16 colour lithographs representing characters in literature.

	A critical essay on the life of George Tinworth, by Edmund Goose.  1883
	George Tinworth (1843–1913) was a sculptor and potter.  As well as decorative items, decorated pots, vases and small humorous figures and animals, Tinworth also worked on commission for public monuments. This book includes a biography, a catalogue of his works and 30 illustrative plates of his panel works.

	Epistolarum D. Erasmi Roterdami.  Libri XXXI et P. Melancthonis Libri IV, quibus adjiciuntur Th. Mori et Lvd. Vivis Epistolae Vna cum Indicibus locupletismus.  M. Flesher and R. Young, 1642
	A selection of correspondence between the Dutch humanist theologian Erasmus, the German humanist Philipp Melanchthon, Thomas More, whom he met in Oxford and Spanish humanist Juan Luis Vives.  This book is one of the oldest in the Union Library.  The more recent spine leather has advanced stage red rot leather damage with loss to the leather at the head and tail and will not respond to treatment. Both boards are detached with loss to the board corners and covering leather. Overall the covering leather is scuffed and worn. The first section of the text leaves is detached and the leaves are heavily soiled throughout the book. Creases and tears to leaves in the first and last section.

	The complete works of Isaac Newton.  Sir Isaac Newton (1643 – 1727) was an English physicist, mathematician, astronomer, natural philosopher, alchemist, and theologian.  Four of the eight volumes require conservation (cost £555 per volume).
