	A topic central to the activity of the Oxford Union!  This book is cloth bound in pale blue with an attractively lettered front cover and spine.  The spine is almost completely detached and the pages and covers are loose.

	A guide to the University of Oxford written from the Catholic point of view.  Dark blue cloth covers with gold lettering.  Spine creased and frayed and coming apart from the covers.

	A guide to travel in the south-west of the UK as it was 125 years ago.  Includes many maps.  Red cloth binding badly torn.

	Published 3 years after The Origin of Species, this book explores the theme of natural selection in plants.  Leather bound book with gold tooling on the covers and spine.  Front and back covers are both detached.

	Cairo Jerusalem and Damascus: three chief cities of the Egyptian Sultans, by D. S. Margoliouth.  Chatto and Windus, 1907
	Beautifully illustrated book, presented to the Union Library by the painter Walter Spencer-Stanhope Tyrwhitt.  Green cloth binding with gold lettering and coloured design on the front cover.  In very poor condition, with frayed covers and detached spine.

	Pamphlets vol. 158
	Contains 6 tracts on religious themes, by Bishop Colenso and others.  Cloth bound with leather spine and corners.  Spine detached and gold lettering  disappeared.  To be rebound in cloth to match other volumes in the collection.
